· Paper drive:  collected over 4000 lbs of paper total since the beginning of school.  Thank you to Mrs. Dill for helping, with her truck, to reload the bin with the paper from the paper drive.  If anyone has any businesses that would like to partner with the school, recycling company will be glad to put a bin at the place of business.  It will benefit the business because it takes the paper weight out of their dumpster.  The business can designate Greenwood School as the recipient of the money collected from the recycled paper. · Volleyball will play a scrimmage every Friday starting 9/24/10.  The teams will be divided into A and B groups in order to allow the kids to have more court and play time.
· Wish List Items for Arts department: 
1. Sound system in the gym needs to be upgraded. Mr. Tanner has looked into this and has determined that a new sound system would cost about $2000.  We are asking for PTO to cover half of that cost ($1000).  Mr. Zlockie indicated that the school will cover the remaining cost.  This equipment is necessary to help with good communication among the students and teachers at school presentations.  Motion to put $1000 towards sound system made by Kathy Spencer.  Rebecca Dill seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion passed.
2. Larger projector screen.  Librarian has requested a larger projection screen.  This is necessary because the current screen is about 8 inches too short when it is being used for presentations.  Mrs. Thomas has priced a new screen from the Demco catalog at $164.99 for a 86 ½ by 86 5/8 screen with a viewing is 84 by 84 inches.  After discussion, it has been determined that the PTO will table this request while the staff explores the possibility that another class has a larger screen that could be switched, and will shop around for prices if a new one is necessary. 

3.  Fencing supplies:  $1250 is being requested for electronic equipment.  Asking that PTO commit to half of this amount ($625).  This equipment is what would be necessary to take the program interscholastic as opposed to club status.  This program is something that sets Greenwood School apart from other schools.  Ruth Wade made a motion to cover the $625.  Kathie Breakiron seconded the motion.  All in favor. Motion passed.

· Update of what is happening in Art Department: High school ceramics class is making photo frames from clay with a fish scale theme.  We will be studying 3 different methods of working with clay. Clay pieces are taken off site for firing because it is more cost effective.  Middle school is studying digital photography by learning how to take pictures and how to manipulate pictures once they are taken.  They are working on “photo weaving” which combines two different photographs.  Mr. Tanner is working with band and chorus to prepare them for performances.
